
Confirmation of Moonbuggy Rules, Requirements and Safety Suggestions
Moonbuggy Construction Requirements
· Rule #4: During assembly, the passengers are required to carry the buggy 20 feet. Participants must use proper lifting techniques (lift with legs, not back).
· Rule #10: Any vehicle exhibiting characteristics of being unsafe or unstable may be removed or disqualified from the competition.  Judges may stop the race, if necessary, in order to prevent an unsafe situation. Be careful of sharp turns and high speeds. A vehicle must be removed from the course should there be a loss of blood or bodily fluids.
· Rule #11: Each vehicle must have restraints for the two passengers. The restraints must be worn during the runs of the course. If taking a ground penalty on an obstacle, be sure to buckle seat restraints before continuing. 
· Rule #12: Sharp or hazardous edges must be avoided or be shielded with a protective covering (duct tape, if necessary).
Passenger Rules
· Rule #2: Passengers must wear the following items –
· Eye protection (goggles, face shield)
· Head protection (bicycle helmet)
· Full finger protective gloves
· Appropriate clothing must be worn during operation of the Moonbuggy. Shoes are required. Although it is at the discretion of adult riders, adult supervisors, and parents of minors, it is recommended that clothing providing protection against cuts and abrasions be worn (long sleeves and long torso shirts, long pants and socks).  Riders should wear clothing that is socially responsible and athletically appropriate.  Unnecessarily revealing clothing is inappropriate.
· Rule #5: No alcoholic beverages or use of controlled substances is allowed. Passengers should be properly nourished and well hydrated before competing in the race.
· Rule #6: Be careful when adjusting the chain while racing. Each team will be required to develop a “signal system” between the two riders to ensure hands are clear of the chain. They will be asked to describe their communication plan to an MSAT member and/or the starter prior to the race.
· Rule #7: Absolutely no Moonbuggy riding in the parking lot.
